ANN AGUTTER, a girl of ten years.of age, of a pale,
emaciated habit, was admitted an out-patient at the
Northampton Hofpital on the 6th of June laft. From
her father’s account it appeared (for fhe was fpeechlefs
and with difficulty fupported from falling by two affif-
tants) that the had for fix weeks laboured under violent
convulfive motions, which affeted the whole frame,
from which the had very fhort intermiffions, except
during fleep; that the difeafe had not only impaired her
memory and intelle¢tual faculties, but of late had de-
prived her of the ufe of {peech.

Volatile and fetid medicines were now recom-
mended, and the warm bath every other night; but with
no better fuccefs, except that the nights which had been
reftlefs became fomewhat more compofed.  Blifters and
anti-fpafmodics- were direéted, and particularly the
flowers of zinc, which were continued till the beginning
of July, but without the leaft abatement of the {ymp-
toms; when her father growing impatient of fruitlefs
attendance at the hofpital, I recommended, as a.dernier
refort, a trial of eleétricity, under the management of
the Rev. Mr. UNDERWOOD, an ingenious eleétrician.
After this I heard no more of hentill the firft of Auguft,
when her father came to inform me that his daughter

was'well, and defired fhe might have her difcharge. To

which, after exprefling my doubts of the cure; I con-
fented; but thould not have been perfectly convinced of
it, had I not received afterwards a full confirmation of it
from Mr. UNDERWOOD, dated Sept. 16, an extrat from
whofe letter I will now give you in his own words.

“ I have long expected the pleafure of {eeing you,
¢ that I might inform you how I proceeded in the cure
¢« of the poor girl. As the cafe was particular, I have
¢ been very minute, and wifth you may find fomething
¢ in it that may be ufeful to others. If you think it pro-
¢ per, I beg you will ftate the cafe medically, and make
¢ it as public as you pleafe.

¢ July 5. On the glafs-footed ftool for thirty minutes:
¢ fparks were drawn from the arms, neck, and head;
¢ which caufed a confiderable perfpiration, and a rafh
¢ appeared in her forehead. She then received fhocks
¢ through her hands, arms, breafts, and back ; and from
¢ this time the {ymptoms abated, her arms beginning to
« recover their ufes’”. |

¢ July 13. On the glafs-footed ftool forty-five mi-
¢ nutes : received ftrong fhocks through her legs and
¢« feet, which from that time began to recover their
¢ wonted ufes; alfo four ftrong fhocks through the jaws,
% foon after which her {peech returned.

¢ July 23. On the glafs-footed ftool for the {pace of
“ one hour: fparks were drawn from her arms, legs,
¢ head, and breaft, which for the firft time the very fen-
c fibly felt; alfo two ‘fhocks through the fpine. She
¢ could now walk alone; her countenance became more
“florid, and all her faculties féemed wonderfully
“firengthened, and from this time fhe continued mend-
“ ing to a ftate of perfeét health.

4 Every time the was eleétrified pofitively, her pulfe
“ quickened to a great degree, and an eruption, much
« like the itch, appeared in-all her joints.”

" Thus far Mr. UNDERWOOD. To complete the hiftory
of this fingular cafe, I this day (O&. 28) rode feveral
miles, on my return from the country, te vifit her; and
had the fatisfaction to find her in good health, and the
above account verified in every particular, with this ad-
dition, that at the beginning of the difeafe fhe had but
flight twitchings, attended with running, ftaggerin g, and
a variety of involuntary gefticulations which diftinguifh
the St. Vituss dance, and that thefe fymptoms were
afterwards fucceeded by convulfions, which rendered it
difficult for two affiftants to keep her in bed, and which
foon deprived her of fpeech and the ufe of her limbs.
The eruptions which appeared on the parts eleitrified

foon receded, without producing any return of the
{ymptoms,
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fymptoms, and therefore could not be called critical, but
merely the effect of the eletrical ftimnlus. Having
given her parents fome general directions as to her regi-
men, &c. I took my leave, with a ftrong injunction to
make me acquainted in cafe the fhould, happen to re-
lapfe. Before I conclude, it may not be improper to
obferve, that fome time ago I was fortunate enough to
cure a boy who had long had the St. Vitus’s dance
{though in a much lefs degree) by eleétricity. A violent
- convulfive difeafe, fomewhat fimilar to theabove, though,
if I recolle¢t right, not attended with the apbonia, was
fuccefsfully treated in the fame way by Dr. wAaTsoN, and
is recorded in the Philofophical Tranfactions. May we
not then conclude, that thefe faéts alone, and more might
perhaps be produced, are fufficient to intitle electricity
to a diftinguifhed place in the clafs of antifpafmodics?
