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there being {o vaft a deal of room , that 40000 People may
fhelter themfelvesin it. And hethat would attempt to feek
them out in this vaft Wildernefs of Walks and Pillars,without
an expert Guide, would not only be in hazard of loofing his
way, but of being knock’tinthe head at the Corner of every
Pillar, where people lurking in the dark with their Carabins
and Fowling pieces, would have fair opportunity to fhoot
them by the light of their own Torches. .

In this vaft Grotto ’tis remarkable, that there is but little
Rubbifh ;" which fhews both the goodnefs of the Stone, and
the carefulnefs of the Workmen, And in divers places there
are little Pools of Water, perhaps made on purpofe for Bealts
to drink, and to ferve for other ufes in time of need: Forin
no place almoft are there any Droppings to be feen; norare
the Walks at all wet under-foot; only it feems’, that Rain
gets in by the 4ir-/bafts, which,for faving of labour, and per-
haps too, to make thefe Pools, are let down from fuch places
commonly, as are the Pools thereabout ; and fo theRain,that
falls on the higher grounds, does eafily find the way thither,

Te will then appear by the Experiments and Calculation ,
made by our Noble Author, that,according to the icaft Efti-
mate of any recited in them, the Exteniion of the fame Quan.
tity of Air, is as 1.to 2744, or thereabouts : And if,inftead of
the moderateft, there be taken the greateft Expanfion of the
Air; being as about 1300C to 1, when the wncompref Air was
highly rarify’d, that number being multiplyed by 40, becaufe

‘ot the great Compreffion of the Air, effeCted by Cold(as ap-

The Natural Philofopher will doubtlefs 5 upon the reading
of this ftrange Expanfion of the Air, be excited to confider,
when he thall look on one of our Author’s well exhaufted Re-
ceivers,How fmall a proportion the Common Aereal particles,
whichare very {paringly difpers’d there, bear to the whole
Cavity of the Veflel, which, before it was exhaufted , was
thought to be replenifh’t with Air alone. Certainly both the
Cartefiaws and Epicureans will find themfelves: highly cope
cern'd iathis matter.  The former will endeavor thereby to
eftablifh the neceflity of their Materia fubtilis, to maintain the
Plenitude of the World, and the Circle they attribute to Mo
ving Bodies.

His Author, in a Monitum to the Students of Geometry,
intimates, that he hath read Mathematicks more than 7
years at Rowze 5 that it hath ‘been his cuftome to advife his

Scholars, firf? to read over the Definitions, the Titles of Pro-

pofitions, and to-exercife themfelves in the Conftruttion of

Problems, without being folicitous of the truth of the Propo-

fitions or Conftructions, until they become familiar 5 and after

they are fomewhat converfant with the Geometrick Afferti-
onsand Phrafes, then to doubt of their truth as much as they
pleafe, and ftudy their Demonftration, The fame, in the

Proeme thinking it convenient to begin with Quantity , treats

of it abftractly , as void of fuch affetions and modes as are

congruent thereto.

1. Inhis firft Chapter he giveth Definitions, Poftulates,and
Axiomes.

2. In thefecond, becaufe one quantity in relation to ano-
ther is faid to have a Ratio or Propertion, he treats of Ratio's ,
and delivers the do@rine of the fifth Book of Ewuclid; to
which are annexed 7 queftions about Geometrical Proportions
with their Solutions, clearing up the debates, that through the
miftakes of fome late Authorshave rifen about Ratio's.

3. Hetreats of Angles, and of the affetions of Angles in
plain Right-lined Figures. And at the end of this Chapter he
{tates the queftion, Whether an Angle be a Quantity thewiog,
that Clavius affirms all Angles to be quantitiess Peletarius de-
nyes the Angle of Contal¥ to bea quantity 5 Tacquet condemns
both, denying any Angle to bea quantity , to whom our Aus
thor aflents, and on this Hypothefis removeth 5 Paradoxes,
that are natural to the otherafiertion.

The Author having thus altered Euclid’s order  giveth an
Index, to fhew where the Propofitions of the 1,2, 3, 5 and 614,
Book of Euclid are to be found in thefe Elements.

He hath pafied over all the Propofitions of the 4th. Book of
Euclid, as fupertluous in his method : In that Book, ’tis known,
that Euclid teacheth, How to Infcribe or Circumfcribe fomze ,but
not any Regular Figures about a Circle: Of this he treats at
the end of the 7#h. Chapter. This Doctrine is either necefiary
for Pra&ice, as in Fortification ; or in order to the Conftrution
of the Canon of Sines.

by diret and intrinfick Principles, not fuch asare indirect, and
leading ad abfurdum & impoffibile,whereby ’tis only concluded,
that the thing cannot be falie, but not thewn, why it is and muft
be true. Inreference to which, he confiders, that, whercas Geo-
n meiry
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metry confilts in demonftrating the proprietics of Owantity,
there is no fuch propriety, but it belongs to it by fome genuine
and intrinfick principle,eafily to be found out by the Analyfis or
Genefis of Quantity. By which way he Judgeth, that Geometry
may be exceedingly contralted, forafmuch as very many
things, feparately demonftrated in the received way, may then

The Firft treats of the Elements for Beginaers , and contains
é parts: 1n the firft whereof are deliver'd the Dehinitions and
Explications of Terms, the Axioms, and Poffulata. Inthe fe-
cond, are explain’d the Genefis and Anmalyfis of Figures, and
their different (/affes.  In the third, are demonitrated the Ele-
ments of Lines and Angles, Inthe fourth,is treated of Ratio's
and Preportions. Inthe fifth, are confidered the Produdts of
the Sezments of a Line, multiplyed into one another.  In the
fixth, are handled the remaining Elements,

In the Other , he proceeds to the Demonftration of higher
and abftrufer thingss and this part he divideth into feveral
Claffes,each of which contains all its homogenca! igures, Righe-
lin'd or Curve, Solid or mot Solid 5 there being fo many {everal
Ranky, as there are different waysof their Generation. Thefe
Claffes are here diftribured into two forts,the oxe contains thofe
Figures, whofe Generating quantity is drawn either into the
whole Altitude, or into its Rational or Commenfurabie Seg-
ment, for the £quation of the Figure ; the other is of thofe,
whofe Generating quantity can only be drawn into an Irratio-

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nal Line, for Zquation. But he adds, that it often falls out,that
one and the fame Figure belongs to feveral Claffes, in regard
that it may be refolved into divers Elements,or have more than
one Genitrix , and therefore y according to the variety of the
Genitrix, may be diverfly generated, And this, he cfteems,
doth very much ccmmend his Method, in regard that there is
the fame Aquation of the fame Figure, whether it be demon-

Mean time this Author denyeth not, thatthiskind of dire?
Method wasbefore him deliver'd and publifht by Boraventura
Cavalerins, but adds, that it was done with fuch difficulties
and obfcurities, as deterred young Students from it; which
in this Sy»opfis are faid to be-avoided, or removed.

N this Learned Treatife of the Seufes,the Author begins from

the confideration of the Touch, difcourfing of the genuin

Organ thereof, which he maketh to be the foft {ubitance of the

Nerve only.

Next,he treatsof the $ight and its Organ ; where he largely
difcuflech the old Controverfy of the manner how Vifion s
made, whether by the Reception of the Species or vifible rays
of the Objett, or by the Emiflion of the Spirits of the Eye 3
maintaining the former, and refuting the latter. Then he pro-
ceedeths 1. To fpeak of the pature of Light and Colonrs , e-
{teeming the diltin¢tion of Colours into Real/ and Apparent to
be puerile, 2. Totreat of the Three Refractions of the Lumi-
pous rays made in the Eye, by the feveral humors thereof.
3.To affign the different apertures of the Pupill according to
the diftance of the object, and the degrees of its illumination;
as alfo the refpe@ive offices of the Chryftallin, Vitreous, and

Aqueous humors 3 and the reafor of their pofition , and confi-
guration,
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guration,cc. 4, Togive theHiftory of the Tunicles and Muf-
cles of the Eye, aflerting the Retina to be the formal organ of
Vifion 5 and Seven A/ufcles to perform all the motions thereins
and obferving the curious ftructure and apparatasinall. 5.To
dilcourfe of the various Diftempersof Eyes , and to obferve,
that there is fcarce any particle of that organ, not fubje to
fome peculiar diftemper 5 which he very learnedly and accu-
rately Ipecifies and enlarges upon.

Tbirdly, he treats of Hearing and its Orgamhaving premifed,

from one another, 2. The manner, how Hearingis performed ;
where occur divers un-common Obfervations about the Aalle-
#s, Incus and Stapes 3 and the three Holes in the Drum 5 as alfo of
the paffage,by which the cavity of the Drum hath a confent
with the Palat,&>c. 3. The many diftempers of this Organ,ve-
ry accurately defcribed,

Fourthly, concerning the Senfe of Smelling,he 1. Takethno-
vice,that ¥efalins wasthe firft,that rightly obferved the 0lfafory
Nerves, 2. He obferveth the Analogy of this Senfe to thofe of
Seeing and Hearing, 3. Giveth the reafon, why Doggs, Horfes,
and fome other Animals excel the reft in the firength of Smel-
ling, 3. Affirms, that moifture falls into the Nofe, not by the
Holes of the Os Ethmoides,but by thofe that are in the inward
corners of the Eyes. 4. The Difeafes of this Senfeswhere the Au-
thor taketh occafion to commend the Art of Taliacotius in re-
froring loft Nofes,and to confirm the truth of that Praltice,per-
tormed by his own Father,

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Fifihly, touching the Taff, he 1. Maketh the Tongue the Or-
ganof it,as itis made up of fuch a kind of Porous Fleth,cover'd
with fuch a coat, and very plentifully enterwoven with fuch
nerves; farnifh’t with a fine Saliva, which being mixed with the
meat and drink, finksit into the nerves through the pores of the
Coat, and fo gives different kinds of Taft, 2. Compareth this
Senfe with all the former, by obferving the Analogy betwixt
them. 3. Affigneth the difference between Taft and f{imple
Touch. 4. Enumerateth the Affections of the Tongue,and in-
fifts efpecially upon the Convulfion and Palfy,which it is fubjet to.

Declares,that in the faid Poms Cerebri from
whence all the Nerves proceed, is tranfacted the Common Senfati-
on 3 confidently afirming, that whatever motions are made in
