‘ finilh’d, contains 5o Tables of the Figures of di-
vers rare Beafls, Birds, Fifhes, Serpents, and other Rep-
tiles's as alfo feveral Rare Infects, Shells, Plants and
Folfsls, many of which he has obtained from the Cabinets
of divers Curious Perfons, and procured others with no
{mall Expence from all Parts of the World, as the fol-
lowing Account will teftify. '

An  Abfira& of the firf Decade has already been
given in thef@ Tranfaltions No. 284 5 the fecond in the
Memoirs for the Curious for the Month of December
17073 and the third in the fame Memoirs in Fuly 1709,
We now 'preceed to the fourth and fifih.

The
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The firlt Figure in this Tuble prefents you with a
large Bill ot a Helmes-headed Philippine Bird, called
Calao : Tts Defcription, I\ ature, &c. may be feen in thefe
Philofoph. Iranfact. No. 28s. p. 1394. 17.and in Table 28
aforegoing, is an entire Bird of this kind, there figured.
Fig. 8 and 12. are two very beautiful Sponge-Coralls from
the fame Iflands. Fig. 6 and 11. are two Plants from
Madrafpatan, or Fort St Gesrge. Fig. 9. A rcmarkable
Shell callcd Pectunculus Venereus from thofe Parts. The
relt are divers {mall [nfeEs and Shells of our own Ifland,
and not common.

Fig. 1. Reprefents a very curious fort of Sea-Featber,
from the Phi/ippine Ifles, doubly netted with black
Threads. 3. Another Swbwarire trom the {ame Shoars:
compos'd of many tangle-netted Filaments in 2 Globular
Ball 5 both thefe fent to the Awuthor, from the Learned
Father George Fofeph Kamel. Fig. 2 and 9. are Luzone
Shells, the laft a Bivalve called Ducks bill from its Shape.
You have a particular Accounsof it in thefe Tranfa#. No.
p. 2402.33. Fig. 10, 11 and 12. are 3 rare Plants which
the Curious Dr. Edward Buckley colleCted about Fort St.
George, Fig. 5 and 8. are two new Kinds of Exotick
Infeits, between a Moth and Butterfly 5 fome part of their
Wings,and commonly thatnear the middle, are tranfparent 3
the Horws of the firft end crooked, the other thick and
ftrait : Both thefe fromn Carolina, where there are divers
kinds of them. Fig. 4, 6 and 8. are Englifb Infeds.

This Table begins with a very odd fort of Lenti/ from
Mudrafpatan, with fpotted round Lesves. Fig. 42 is a
large fort of Tza, with red Flowers as big as a Refe 5 in
China, trom whence it comes, they call it Swa Tee. vid.
A, Phil. No. 246. p. 396. Fig. 8. An elegant fort of
Androface from Chufan.. Fig. 3, 5, 9, and 11. are Ame-
vican Infeés from Carolina, Maryland, and Virginia. Fig.
7. A Moth from Guiney 5 its body girdled with Gold,

Silver, Black, and changeable, fo beautiful I neverfyet
rom
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from that part have feen its like. Fig. 10 and 12. are
two varicties of very curious Englifh Moths, which for
their Beauty and Spots are call'd Royal Leopards.

The 3d Icon in this Table gives you the Figure of
the famous China Tallow Tree, of which Father le Compte,
p- 101. gives the Defcription, in his Hiftory of thofe
Parts: Here you fee it both in Flower and Fruit. The
ot and 2d are two Cape Plants. Fig. 10. is a f{trange
Froit found on the Shoars of the Orkney Iffes, and is the
fame with anether the Author received from the Péilip-
pines 3 but the Plant that produces it is not yet known.
Fig. 11. An odd fort of Agnus Cafius, with round hoary
Leaves, from Chufar and the Crocodile Ifles, To thefe
are added 3 Ewglifh Butterflies, and as many Se« Nerit
Shells.

The four firft are the Figures of as many f{mall
Englifh (and for the moft part blueith) occulated But-
terflies. Fig. 6, 8, 9, and 10. are alfo Narive Shells and
Fotlils. Fig. 5. gives you one of the largeft kind of
Curculio or Pipe-Beetles yet feen, from the Bay of Bengal.
Fig. 7 and 11. are two Trees from the Ifland Cheuxar,
or Chufan, communicated to the Anthor by that Wor-
thy Phyfitian, and Curious Colle¢tor of all Rarities,
Dr. Haus Sloane, Secretary to the Royal .Society. The
laft in this Table is a rare (ort of Sez Plant, which Fa-
ther Kamel, that Sagacious and Learned Naturalift, fent
the Author from the Philippine Ifies. '

The bulk of this Plase is taken up with the Figures
of 3 or 4 Chufarn Plants, the laft of which, No. 8. is
a very clegant kind of Fagara with welted Sialks. This
Indultrious Autbor tas alfo difcover’d feveral other
forts of this rare and Medicinal Plaot from thofe Parts.
Fig 4. reprefents a very ftrange firrated Bone, fome-
what refembling the Priftis (ive Serra Clufij, and is (op-
pofed to belong to fome Fith. Fig. 3, 4, 5, 6, 9, and
10, ate Englifh Infeifs, the laft very rare and of a peca-

liar
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liar Specics. The lalt is a flat round frellated Echinus,
f-und on the Coafts of Chize by that Cerious Natura-
lilt and Surgecon Mr. James Cunningham.

The largett Figure iu this Table, is the true Turause-
rick of the Shopps, wisich is here very reatly delin -ated
from a defign of Father Kamel, who (coatrary to the
Opinion of Matthiolus, Cordus, and cven {fome later Wri-
ters) fuys, that the Lowg and Round rooted arc the fame
Piant, wv/z. the laf 1s the Parent or tuberous Glards,
and the Lonmg its Braaches or Off«[prings : The fundry
Nuwies and Vertues are largely delcribed by him i the
Appendix to Mr. Kay's 3d Volume, p. 23.  Fig. 4 gives
you a large Broom-rape with a purple Flower, found wild
in the fandy Places of Barbary, where its call’d by the
Inhabitants there Danoorz: And in the laft place you
have the Figure of the Broom itfelf, to which it grows:
Its call'd in their Arabick Language Rorum : It bears a
whitith Flower, and probably is the fame which the Spa-
niards call Retama. The {maller Figures are of divers
Eaft-India InféiEs, chiefly from Luzone, with {ome Fruits
from thence, and one from Guisxey.

The beginning of this Table continues the Figures of
other Fruits from Guiney, Famaica, and Luzone, wich
rate Beetles and a Butterfly from the lalt Place. The
reft are {everal Plants oblerv’d in Barbary, and delinea-
ted there by Mr. 7obn Fames, a Surgeon, about 4. D.
1680. where he had been a Captive near 20 Years, and
in that time had made feveral Remarks on the Plants
of thofe Parts, and has defign'd the chief of them; a
Manuferips of which, with his Obfervations on them,
Mr. Fames Petiver, the Author, has ftill by him. Fig. 7.
is a wild Oat from thence, which the Moors call Khortan
itis ripe in My, Fig. 8. Mitiniam, which {ignifics ffremg,
Is a Plant with a ycllow Flower, and Leaves like Tyme
of its Bark they make Cords and Ropes, as we do of

Lowon. - Fig. 2. is a Curious Flying Lizard, or Flying
Dragon, fent delineated to the Author trom Father Ka-
mel.. Fig. 8. is a red warty Mufbroons from Barbary,
with a bloody Juice s it is called by the Natives there
Turtooths Bargafham, and grows a foot high. Fig. 9. is an
odd fort of thorny Locuft, or Grafhopper, brought by Mr
Fames Cunningham from Chufan. The reft are {ome rare
Fruits, and Butterflies wigh their Catterpillars, and parti-
cularly a very ftrange hairy onc with a Pea like Coffin,
which is not ufual.

The 5 following are uncommon Barbary Plants, viz.
Fig. 1. ‘A fort of naked-flower’d, or bald Dafie, with
Leafy Stalks 3 its called there Twfolka, and Flowers in
March. Fig. 2.is a woody ftalk’d Plint full of Flowers.
Fig. 5. A Dafe-flowerd Plant with fmall nocht Leaves.
Fig. 8. Scems a fort of Aloes with fmocth frolty Leaves.
Fig. 10. is a low Plant with a blue Flower and yellow
bottom, flowering in May. Fig. 9. is a beautiful [gnaras,
or large edible Lizard, with a blue Head: You fee a
Defeription of it, which Father Kamel {ent the Author,
in the Philofovh. Tranfai. No. 318, Fig. 5. is a Msth
from Bewgal, with part of its Wings tranfparent 5 and
the next is a Butterfly from Madrafpatan, finely marked and
fpotted. Fig. 6 and 7. are two very odd Iafects from
Luzore. Fig. 11, 12 and 13. are the Mosh, Catterpillar,
aud Coffin, fceding upon a large fort of Philippine A.
rum called Biga. Fig. 14. fhews you the Fruit of the
true Qriental Anacavdinms, fo rarely met with in the

' Druggifts
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Druggifts Shops. ‘The Author has lately difcovered the
Tree from whence it comes, and has got Branches
of its Leaves and Flowers, which he promiles to Fi-
Hre.

£ This Decade and Tuble begins with divers Luzone In-
Je&e. The firft is a fort of Bugg, curioufly coloured with
green, yellow, white, black, and red 5 this feeds on the
Lupine-leaved Malabar Crotolaria, or Rattle-broom. The
acxt is a pale green fhining Dor, or Comb-chaffer, from
its Horns when expanded refembling a Comb, Fig. 3.
is a very elegant fort of Cechineal y its Sheaths being
alternately {treak’d wich a changeable green aud copper
luftre. Fig. 5. is an odd fort of Infe&t with 3 fharp
Horns; its Head and Body black, the laft mixc with
white 3 it hath a dancing flight like our Grats. Fig. 6:
a Bugg wholly green, fupposd to change from Fig. 1.
The #rue Amomum is here accurately Figured at No. 8.
A large and very exa& Defcription of this, and its many
Vertues, may be f{een in the Dendrology of Mr Ray’s 3d
Volume, p. 89. as alfo in the A&. Philofoph. No. 248.
p. 3. Fig. 4. 7. 9.and 12. are uncommon Barbary Plants,
taken from the Defigns of the Manufcript Herbal, mene
tioned in the 38th Tuble, which was prefented to the
Author by Mr. Fobn Thorpe, Apothecary. Fig. 10 and
11. are two Moths caught in the Bay of Bewgal, by Mr.
Henry Smyth, -who made a Prefent of them and divers
others, which he had colle€ted in thofe Parts, to Mr.
Fames Petiver.

The firlt Figure is of a Wood from India, which the
Portugneze call Pao de Cobra, 1. e. Lignnm Colubrinum, or
Snake-wood + ‘The Bark is much bitterer than the Wood,
which refembles that of Tamarisk. -Fig. 2. 3. and 5. are
Luzone Beetles, taken from Father Kamel's Defigns. ~ Fig.
6.9. 10, and 11, ¢Fe. are feveral uncommon Englifh In-
feits. Fig. 7. is a Flant with a Jafmin Flower, whofe
Leaves talte and {mell like Worm-wood 5 it grows on the
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Sca-Coafts of the Philippine Iffes s from whence alfo
come . the feveral odd Fruits, figured at 4. 8. 10. and 14.
The laft but one is a large long Nutz-meg. with its Muce
on it, found wild on the Mountain B.lete.

Fig. 1. Is a round, pointed, umbilicated Leaf of a Z#-
zone 1ree cal’d Balanti, whole Root they commend in
Fluxes. The next is another Tree with a large Plare or
Muaple Leaf, the Wood of which is very britde. ~ Fig. 3.
4-5. and the two latt, are divers Philippine Infeds. Fig.
6 and 13. are two Sguills, a‘greater and le6s, from the
{fame Coafts. Fig. 7, &c. is the Leaf; Flower and Fruit
of a great thady Tree called the Black Zapot! 5 the pulp
of the Apple is black, and tafts like a Plumby but be-
fore it is ripe, it pricks the Mouth like the Roots of our
Arum or Wake Robin. The Brittle-tree at Fig: 11. 'hss
an angular Maple Leaf with a frelkited Flower and {mall
Herry. Fig. 12. a very rare Bird remarkable for its two
earcd tufts on the Head, and ruff about its Neck. This
Mr Ray calls Colymbus criflatus, the Crefted [ oon, or Diver,
but its Head is not there fo well exprelt as in the Ax-
thor’s Figure, who has the Bird it-felf caught in England,
tho’ very rare.

The 6 ficlt Figures are of divers forts of Scarlet Peafe,
called Aracock and Abrus, from Guiney aud both the [n-
dies.

In this Table are great variety of divers Curiofitics.
Fig. 1. is a_particoloured American Serpent, girded with
whnite and black, and fpotied with the laft. 2. is the
Vanilia, as it grows. 3. Its beautitul Flower in full big-
nefs; and 4 is 1ts ripe Pod. By thus fecing this profitable,
and rare Plant in its different States, it may be the eafier
difecovered in the South-Sea, and orber Places, as it has
lately been in FJamaica: 5. is a fort of Long-Papper,
call’d in New Spain, Mecaxochitl. This they mix with
their Chocolate, to give it a more pleafant tafte, and to
correlt ‘he Breath. 6. Another fort, fuppofed for the
fame ufe, found in the Spawifh Weft-India Ships that
were burnt at 2ge.. 7. A particular Unicorn Shell from
Nevis,. with alternate hollows on its twirls.. 8, A very
firange Tree from New Spain, with a Lrlip-Flower, and
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like a Birds foot grewing out of it. 9. is a {irig of
the Cortex Peru, or Jefeits Bark, as figured by Monfieur
Powmet. Here the Author promifes a Guinea to the firk
Perfon that brings or fends him a fair Specimen or
Branch of its Leaves, with Flower and Fruic on it,
which, ’tis now hop’d, -the South-Sca Trade may eafity
difcover and bring over. Fig 12. and 13. are 2 very
beautiful Surizams Birds, copied from the Paintings of
that great Naturalif and drrift Madam Sybilia.

47. which the Curious- Mr. Dundridge and the
Author had obferved. Fig. 4 and 5 are broad leaved
Lugzone Ferns 5 the one notch’d, the other plain.  Fig. 6,
is an American for:minous fandy Sperge, prefented to the
Author by Dr. Lewss, M. D. The two next are Lugone
Beetles 5 the laft very large and fair, with 2 Horzs like an
Oxe, and a thorter in the middle, with one much bigger
from the lower Jaw, which turns up like the Trunk of
an Elsphant, ¥ig:12. A fort of bacciferous Dadder, which
ctimbs about Shrubs, and frequently the Agnws Caftws » it
bears a fmall tripetalous, or three-l-aved Flower in April.
