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be feen, or laid hold of. He rode with the Piece of
Lath in him from Kick's End, where the thing
was done, to Barmet, which is above a Mile, to
the Houfe of Mr. Fu/ffinian Morfe, a Surgeon there,
who extradred it with Difficulty s it fticking fo hard,
that others had been baffled in artempting to ex-
tralt it.  Roberts continued dangeroufly ill a long
time ; but at laft, by the Blefling of God, and the
Carc of Mr. Morfe, recover'd intirely, and has the
Sight of the Eye, and the Ufe of the Mufcles.
But fome time after he fcemed well, he told me,
that, upon leaning down forward, he felt great
Pains in his Head. The Piece is fuppofed to have
paflcd behind the right Eye. I am,

Thefe are apparent
Times, from a well adjufted Clock (by a Meridian
drawn Fune 10, on a Plate of Metal), and cor-
re@ted to the Time of Obfervation.
Our Latitude is §2° 27/, 30”. Ihope by this,
and future Obfervations, I fhall be able to deter-
mine our Situation with refpect to yours.
