S IR,

"HAT you might not think me unmindfalof my
FI promife to you when you werc at Braintree ; |
have here fent you the Account of my Fatient Grace
Dennis, of Braxfted Magsa, in this County of Effex,
which you did defire of me.

About Chriftmas, Amo 1689. After much gricf and
trouble of Mind in the foregoing Autumn, the Jaundife
began to appear upen her 5 for which, after having for
about ninc Months ufed many Medicines, which were
told her by divers of her Fricnds and Acquaintance ,
but withnout Succels : Shein September, 1695. applyed
Ler {¢if to me, to whom I adminiftred divers Medi-
cines, famous in the moft Cclcbrated Authors for the
cure of _the Faundife, and which I had often uled with
Succefs in the cure of that Difcafe, yet to her they were
of no Benefit:  After which fhe had the Advice of fc-
veral Learned Phyficians in the Countrey, aad likewile
of fomc in London; but all that could be done for her
hath nct yct had any Effeét, for her Difeafc yet continues ;
and her Body which ufed tobe plump and flethy, is now
become Jean.and emaciated, almoft Like a Skeleion, and
her Appetite islittle and depraved.

In May 1G9rx. after an extraordinary Meaflrual Flux
for about tlirce Months, fhe began asfoon 25 the Sun
was down, to bedeprived of her Sight by degrees un-
til it was quite dark ; when altho niever fo big a fire or
many candles were in the Room, yet couid fhe not dif-
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cernthe Objed (except a finall fhining of Light) and fo
fhe remained until the Morning as one Stone Blind,
when by little and little, asthe light encreafed her fight
returnced, until the San arofe, and then the recovered her
pertect Sight.

And in this Cale fhe continued, until Auguf 1692.
when being returned from Epfem , where fhe had been
drinking the Watcers for abour a Month, her fight re-
turncd to her‘again, 40 that {e could fee in the night
perfcly. Thus the continued until Fanuary laft, when
an extraordinary Menftrual Flux again fcizing her, her
Nocurnal fight lLikewife left her, and fhe became Blind
again as formerly.

Lalt Fuly fhe was feized with a Fever, when her fight
again returned and continued for about a Month and
then left her as tormerly ; fo that now fhe hath her
Nocturnal Blindne(s, and her Faundife likewife con-
tinues.

Thus Sir, 1 navc hereby troubled you with an exa&
Relation from time to time of matter of fa&, and will
leave the Philofophical Selution thereof, to be deeided by
the better Judgments of your felf and others, in the
mean time fubicribe my felf,
