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wentin a right line to the Parfonage-houfe, took off the cover
of all the houle inits compafs. Fromhence it paffed over the
Town withoutany damage, the reft of the Town being low
in {cituation, and wenton to a place called Fert:hill, where it
uncloathed fo much of a Mault-houfe as lay within its line
and breadth, fo astoexpofethe Mault upon the floor to the
open air.

Here may be noted, that Braybreek ftands in a Valley en-
viron’d by hills on three,fides at three quarter of a miles di
ftance from it But (what I would chiefly obferve,)there is an
Hill, called by the pame of Clack:billy withinamile of it, and
exally in that point of the compafs in which the wind then
ftood ; no hill 1n its way till the wind had paffed over all the
placesitendamaged : Aad, whichis remarkable, there have
been two Earth-quakes in this Town within thefe ten years,
when the then gentle Air (or Wind fhall Icallit) only vibsated.
upon that point of the Compafs.

A Narrative of two Petrifications in Humane Bodies, communicated

April 8. 1671,

He following Obfervations (which to me {eem un-

l common,) were coramunicated tome by an Ingeni-

ous Do&or, my acquaintance, concerning Petrificationin Hu~

mane Bodies; and although you may perhaps have others of

the like nature, yet1doubt not but thefe may have their ufe,at
leaft they confirm others.

A woman of 56 years of age, unmarried, whofe whole
courfe of life had been extreamly fedentary, was troubled,
fome years.before her death, with grear pains in her back, e-
fpecially towards the right fide, anda continual inclination to,
and effeGive vomiting 5 whofe urine, for {fome time before,
was turbid, and as ’twere mingled with blood ; yettotally void
of falfuginous matter, She was under the hands of the bely
Doblors inthis place, who adjudged that Symptom of Bloody
water to have proceeded ex premaiura.cefJatione men/ium (whliczx
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lefther in the fortieth year of her age; ) theréby perhaps
deceived , becaufe there was never cither ftone or gravel
voided by her.  Bat her laft Doffor (from whom I have this
relation, ) adjudged it to proceed ab affeitu Nephritico & qui-
dem graviffime, 'This perfon, when dead of thefc diftempers,
was opened by this her laft Phyfitian, and among many other
common Phenomenahe found the left Kjdney filled with large
ftones, but theright wholly petrified, covered with the or.
dinary skin without any flefh ; the half of which (the other
being broken by injurious diffe¢tion) reprefenting ftill the
Kidney, Ihave feen, which wasboth mafly and ponderous,
fo concreted by the clofer coalition of minute fand, which
mightbe rubbed off by your finger.

The other was a Lad about nineteen years old, who from
his Cradle was difpofed to a Confumption, accompanied
with continual Coughing, great emaciation and continual
heat, fo that he was reduced to a Sceleton, and labouring
under this diftemper died, Being opened, a great quantity
of watry matter ran out at the abdomen, of a chylous cos:
fiftence;s moft, yea almoft all the glanduls of the Mefentery,
through which pafs the vene laftee, were extraordinary great
and hardned beyond the hardnefs of a Scirrbus. The Breaft be-
ing opened, the Lungs were found grown to it round about,
almoft infeparable, full of purulent ulcers,but:more efpecially
the left fide, obftructed and filled with much gravel and fmall
ftones s yea,whole pieces of the Lungs, efpecially the extre-
mities,about the thicknefs of a finger and more,were hardned
into a ftony matter.
