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L A Letter from Mr. Wm. Fidge, Surgeon,

at Portfmouth, 2 Cromwell Mortimer,
M. D. Secrct. R. 8. concerning a Stone
taken out of the Bladder of a Doo' s which
being cut afunder bad a Piece of Docr—Gx afs
in its Genter.

Porter of s M‘y (iy’s Dock-Yacd at P.;rtfrho.zt
“"The Dog died in abouc three Days afeer receiving a
Kick trom fome one endeaveuring to part him from
another Mattiff he was fizhtiog with.

Being then an Apprentice to the Surgeen of the
Yard, and hearingthe Dog was dead, [ fent the La-
bouier, who attenided the Surgery, to get him for
me, in order to diflcct.

Wien I had open’d the Abdomen, 1 found ic fill'd
with bloody Urines and haviag betore heard that his
Dcath was fupposd to be oc scafion’d by the Kick, Iim-
mediately thoughe the Dladder muft be the Pact hurt
which, when J had cleanfed tiae Adbdvinen, 1 cxa-
minced, and found this large Stone, with the Bladder
contralled clote to it on cvery Side, and rent at the
Bottom about threc Qnarters of an Inch; fo that
what Urine came to the Bladder was difcharg’d
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into the Abdomen; which was plainly the Caufc of
his Death.

When [ firft took it out it weigh'd 10 Ounces 2
Drachms and an half. It is not more than two
Months fince I cut it afunder; when, finding it
form’d upon (as I imagine it it is) a DPiece of
Dog-Grafs, I thought it would not be an unacceptable
Prefent to the Curxous, therefore, having fome Af-
fairs which call’'d me to Town, I bxou0ht it with
me for that Purpole.

What is to be farther rcmarked is, that I did not
find any the leaft Particle of Gravcl or Sand either
in the Kidneys or Ureters; and that all the Bones
(cxcept the Ribs and Cranium) are more or lefs
carious, as the Bones you have with the Stone.

If, whenyou fhew it to the Royal Society, it thould
be thought deferving a Place among their Curiofities,.
it will give me the greateft Pleafure, in having this
Opportunity of prefenting fomething worth the No-
tice of {o Learned and Ingenious a Body of Gentle-
