IV. An Aecount of an Aurora Auftralis,

ReadJan. 25. evp g N. 23. 1742 at about half an Hour
1749°50- after five in the Evening, cafting my
Eye accidentally toward a Window which looked
to the 5. S. W. I thoughtIfaw a reddifth Light about
the Planet Pemus, which then fhone exceedingly
bright. Being fufpicious of fomeFire in the Neigh-
bourhood, I went immediately to a Window on the
Sf2 Stait-
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Stair-cafe, where I faw a reddith Light, which fhone
with fuch excceding Brightnefs, that-the Luftre
of the fine Confteliation of Orion was almoft ef-
faced. I then went to a Window facing the N,
N. E. where I prefently {aw a very broad Band of
Crimfon Light, like that which I obferved from the
fame Window, March 18. 1738-9; an Account of
which is printed in the Phil. Tranf. No 461. DBut
in the former the red Band was bounded on the N,
by Streams of a greenifh Blue'; whercas the Band
now obferved was entirely of a'deep Crimfon Co-

l6ur, being of a much darker Red than the former.
Thence I withdrew into my Garden, where I plain-
ly faw a Band or Arch, of a very-decep -Crimfon
Colour, in Appearance about 14° broad, the South-
ern Edge of which paffed jult above Canis minor,
and the Shoulders of Orion. It was- terminated to
the Weftward, near Fenus, then about. 200 high:
but iz extended to the Ealtward as far as I could fee,
and the farther it went that way, the deeper was
the Colour, and the broader the Band. About a
Quarter before Eight, there was formed a Crown
about 30 Degrees to the Southward of the Zeniths
for I could -plainly perceive the Pleiades, which had
then juft paflied the Meridian, very near ir, when
the Light was faint. From this Crown a great
many Rays darted to the E. S. and W but not to-
ward the N. where only fome whitith Streaks were
to be fecn, but very faint, DPrefentiy after this, thc
Part of the Arch extending to the Eaft fecmed to
be fuddenly kindled, as if fome Train had been
fired 5 grew cxtremely bright and vivids and asif ?!1
the
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the red Matter had been then confumed, put an
End to the Pha@nomenon before Eight.

During the reft of the Evening, a pale Light
covered the -Seuth Part of the Heavens, as if the
Moon had fhone.

it, and tor that Reafon neglected.to put my Miccome-
ter in Order. My Clock had likewife becn -altered
without my Knowlege, on which Account I berook
myfclf oo late’ to the Obfervation, as will appiar
by the foliowing' Detail. The Place of boih Ob-
fervarions is in the Latitude of 410 54/ 0”. four Se-
conds of Time Ealtward of Sz, Peter's. For I take
