I Have drawn the Figures of Two Roman Altars,which
my Correfpondent in the North tranfmitted ta me
for my Thoughtsof them ; the former was taken out
of the Roman-wall, not far from Collerton, or Cholarton*,
and may tempt us to believe that the old Proco/itia,which
was the Station of the Cobors prima Batavorum, was ra-
ther there, which isanimportant Place, (where the Ri-
ver Tine interrupting the courfe of the Wa/ it was but
neceffary that the Foard thould be fecured by making one
of the Cohorts keep that Station, and it is but two Miles
and a half from Carrow, (where the Altar now is inthe
Pofleflion of Mr. Forfler) than at Pruddow, which is at
leaft Ten Miles ditance where Mr. Camden feem’d to fan-
cy it. The other is at Blenkinfop + Caftle in Northum-
berland, which I take to have been dedicated by Lucius
Annius to the Goddefs Nymphs Old and Young, and
particularly to the Debonair (if @rbana be taken appella-
tively) Manfueta Claudia ; for thus 1 read it, DEABYS

VIL. Of the Manner of the Generation of Eels.
By Mr. Benjamin Allen.

HE Manner of the Generation of Eels, as familiar
a Subjet as it is, has been a Queltion unrelolv'd
ever {ince Ariffotle, and rezuted Spontaneous: And the
Reafon of the Difficulty of difcovering it is the different
way of Generation, and that they breed in February,
a time when few are taken but what are preferved in
Trunks or Ponds, where they breed not.  This I exa-
min’d Two Years fince, in fome taken at a Mill, in
which Holes they breed, efpecially near Gravelly Shal-
lows, and found one with Egg, another with Six young,
ones in the great Inteftine, which I call the Strait Bow-
e), that defcends immediately from the Pylerus until
the Winding begins ; they were faftned to a very fmall
Placenta each, which was fixt to the Inteftine, the Mefe-
raicks at that time were very turgid : The Eggs were
on the Outfide of the Inteftine. 1t is certainly Vivipa-.
rous, and feeds not, at lealt Grofs, in the Winter, du-
ring all which they Iye fill till they have difcharg’d
their Young,
