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come in a Fortnight to the Bignefs of Fig. 5. and are very
lively and a&ive, and if they have any Fear, or if they be
touched, they fuddenly roul themfelves up, and make as it
were a Ball. ~ A little after they come to creep after the man-
ner of the Silk-Worms that have no Legs, with a brisk and
very {wift Motion. When they are come to their ufual Big-
nefs they hide themftlvesthe moft they can, and bringingout
of their Mouths the Silk, they make round themfelves a fmall
Bag, white within as Paper, but without always durty and
fould with Duft. The Bags- are to the Natural Eye of
the Bignefs of Fjg. 6. without magnifying. In other Twa
Weeks in the Summer-time, the Flea is perfe¢tly form’d,
withoutthat theWorm quits itsExavie in its Bag,as do the Silk
worms,and as do all Caterpillarsswhichleave in the fame their
Exuvie. The Flea, fo long as it is inclofzd in the Bag, is
Milk white, alchough it bas its Legs, but Two Days before it
comes out,it becomes coloured,grows hard, and gets Strength,
fo that coming fpeedily out, it ftreight leaps away.

Hereunto annexed are the Figures of ‘the Eggs, Fig. 1. the
Worm Fig. 2. the Bag Fig. 3. and the Flea Fig. 4. but all of
them magnified by the Microfcope.
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1l A Way to make Two clear Spiritaons Inflammable Liguors,
which differ wery little in Tafte and Smell, and being mixed
‘together, do give a fine Carnation Colour, withont either fenfible

TO make the firft of thefe Liquors, put a fmall Handful
of dryed red Rofes into a Glafs Bottle, pour om them
rectified Spirit of Wine till it cover them an Inch. Let them
infufe in the Cold all together in the Bottle for Four or Five
Hours, then pour ofi the Spirit of Wine, which will be clear
and have no Colour.

The Second Liquor is made by putting into fome good
Spirit of Wine fome Drops of good Spirit of Vitriol, or Oyl
of Sulphur, fo that fcarce can the Acid or Sour be difcovered
by the Tongue.
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If you put a licele of this laft Liquor into the firft, it wilf
give a fine redih Colour, withcut making it troubled or cau-
fing any other fenfible Alteration.

If inftead of this Wine mixed with Acids, you puc to the
firft fome Drops of any volatile Alcali’s, as of Spirit of Sa/
Armoniack,or other,it will give a Green Colour to the Infufion.

The Two firft mentioned Liquors were brought to a Meet-
ing of the Royal Society by Monfieur Geoffrey, one of their
Members, where the firft Experiment aboveerecited being
made, it fucceeded according to Expe&ation.

SEEDS to clarifie Water, (vid. Fig. 8.) Thefe Seeds I have
) feen come feveral times heretofore from the Coaft of Co-
vomandel and Malabar, where they are ufed for the clarifying
Water. They are about the Bignefs of a fmall Pea, only
broader and flatter, baving Strie run from their Center at:
ter the manner of the common Nux Fomics. The beft Account
I have had of the way of ufing them wasfrom Dr.Brewn,who
lived in the Eaff-Indies fome time , hefaysthey rub or grate
them on the bottom of afmall Earthen Balon, wherein is con-
tained fome Water. This Water and Powder is put into a
large Quantity of muddy, or foul Water, which is by this
clarified.

heing about the bignefs of a Nutmeg, and Triangular. This
Fruic is very much efteemed in the Pbilippine Hlands for the
Cure of many Diltempers, as will be more at large feen in the
next Tranfa&ion, wherein is defign’d to be publifhed
from Mr. Buckly, a further Accountof it , and the De-
fcription  and Figure of its Leaves, Flower, & drawn
and fent from the Philippine Ilands, where it grows, by Father
Kamelli, to Mr. Ray and Mr. Pestiver, Fellows of the Royal
bociety.
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
