vy Hail in thefe Parts, onthe 29thof April

SIR,
" Promifed Sir Fobn Hoskyns lat Week, to fend the So-
. ciety an Account of a very extraordinary Hail, that
feil in thefe Parts on the 29thof April laft, fince which
T have farther enquired into the Circumftances of it,
i order to make the Relation as exalt as I might. The
Vapour that difpofed the Aqueous Parts thus to congeal
came with a South-Weft Wind out of Carnarvan-fhire,
paffing
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paffing near Swowdon with a borrid black Cloud, attend-
ed with frequent Lightnings and Thunder. As yet, |
hear no further‘of 1t Weftward, than out of Dexbigh-
fhire, where it left St. Afaph to the right, and did much
Damage between it and the Sea, breaking all the Win-
dows on the Weather-fide, and killing Poultry and
Lambs, and at Sir Jobn Comvey’s at Defert, a {tout Dog;
and in the North part of Flint: fhire {everal People had
their Heads broke, and were grievoufly bruifed in their
Bodies. From Flins-fhire it crofled ovef the Arm of the
Sea that comes up to Cheffer, and was only felt in Che-
fhire, at the very N. W. Corner of the Peninfila, call'd
Wirall, between the Zftuaria of Chefter and Leverpoole,
at a Town calld W. Kirkby, wheré it Hail'd but for
three Minutes, it being on the extream Point thereof,
on the right band, butit Thundreddreadfully, and was
here, about Three in the Afternoon; but the main Bady
of it fell upon Lancafbire, in a right Line from Orms-
kirk to Blackborn,which is on the Borders of 1ork fhire ;
and whether it crofs’d the Ridge of Hills into Zork-fhire,
we know not, but the breadth of the Cloud was about
two Miles; within which Compafs it did incredible Da-
mage, killingallforts of Fowland fmall Creatures ; and
fcarce leaving any whole Panes in any of the Windows
where it pafied : but whicl is worfe, it plowed up the
Earth, and cut of the Blade of the green Corn, (o as
utterly to deftroy it, theHail-ftones burying themfelves
in the Ground ; and the Bouling-greens where the Earth
wasany thing foft, were quite defaced, fo as to be ren-
dred unferviceable for a time. This I had from an Eye
Witnefs, The Hail-ftones, fome of which weighed five
Ounces, were of differing Forms, fome round, fome
half round, fome {mooth, others embofled and crenu-
lated, like the Foot of a Drinking-glafs, the Ice very
tranfparent and hard, but a fnowy Kernel was in the
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midft of-moft of them, if not all; the force of their
Fall argued them to kil from a great Heght,  Thefe
