Read Febr. 6, HE thermometrical obfervations

1752 are made with Fahrenheit’s ther-
mometer, and the calculations deduced from two
obfervations daily ; at feven o’ clock in the morning,

and at three in the afternoon. The fame method

of calculation is to be underftood of the barome-
ter. 'The rain fell thro’ a funnel 14 inches in dia-
meter.

The Lefté, Levant, or hot winds, are very trou-
blefome. The remedy is, to keep ourfelves within-
doors. O&ober 1749, comparing 2 of Fahrenheit’s
thermometers together, one of them expofed on the
north fide of my houfe to the open air, the other
within-doors, the difference was as follows:
