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names of many antient places in the Roman pro-
vinces not mentioned by any other writers. And
befides, the form of this word appears analogous to
the names of feveral other Roman towns here in
Britain ; as, Durobrovae Rochefter, Ratae Leicelter,
Rutupiae Richborough, Spimae Spene, and fome
others. It is not improbable, that this platc was
found not far from the place, whofe name it bears;
and which might be fituated among the Cazenchlani,
as their territories are defcribed by Caniden ().
But as I have never beforc feen, nor heard of any
thing fimilar to it, I would fubmit what is here
offered to the judgcment of the curious in’ thefe
inquirics. '
