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to be there by Accident. It was likewife by mere
Accident I came to the Knowicge of what I have
jult now been deferibing : Which induces me to
imagine, that Shocks of this kind may pcflibly hap-
pen more frequently than is commoenly fuppoled,
tho’ we hear nothing ofthem:: For, in Country Places,
People are fo little attentive to fuch Matters, thar,
unlefs fome confiderable Mifchief be done, they
mind them very little at the time, and, as foon as
over, think no more about them.

Paris, April 23. 1750.

Read May 17. N Saturday, the 11th of Offober
1750 1749. about 7 in the Evening,
there was an Earthquake in Framce, which, accord-
ing to my own Inquiries, rcached one Way above
6o Lcagucs in Extent, irom our Coalt of Poiéton
beyond Lugon, as far as the Neighbourhood of Blois.
Ttet 2 I was
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I was then at my own Houfe at Reaumur, and fitting
in a Clofct on the Ground-Floor, where 1 had only
noticc of it by a Noifc like to the Rattling of a
Coach over arough uneven Pavement, which feem’d
ro grow flronger, as at different Fits, for about a
Minute and a half. I went out of my Clofct to in-
quirc what others might have fclt, as IThad not been
at all thocked myfelf, in other Parts of the Houfe;
and I mct with fomc Ladics juft comc in a Fright
from the Apartments up one Pair of Stairs; and a
learned Father of the Oratoire that was with me,
and was juft then run down, upon its thaking, from
a Turret, on the Top of the Houfe, the Motion of
which had very much furprifed him.

In the Village feveral People alfo feit the Shakes,.
but others, that happencd to be cmployed, were
aot fenfible of ir, 1 was informed, that, in fomc
other, Villagcs and Country-Towns, it was more
confiderable than where I was; but I did not hear
that it did any-wherc any Milchicf worth fpeak-
ing of.
