Pead May 24 A NN Stubbensfull had a very hard La-
1744 bour 17 Years before her Death, and
a little Rupture appeared in her Navel, and in the
next Labour it increafed ; which fhe endeavoured to
cure by a Bandage, but in vain ; fo it continued to
increale more and more.

The firlt time I was called to her, was upon ac-
count of a Wound at Le:t. 4. where it Jooked as if
it would mortify ;s which I cured, but left a Place open
as big as Half a Crown, from which a great Quantity
of Water would fometimes run out ; but getting Cold,
it ftopped; and the whole Saccus was very mach in-
flamed (This Wouad was formerly made by uneafy
Trufles). Icalled on the late Mr. Amiand 5 who told
me, he had feen in a Work-houfe a Rupture of the
{ame Kind, but not {fo big.

She had once an Obftruétio alvi for fifteen Days ;
and nothing would do, till I order'd her a Glyfter of
Tobacco boil’d with Urine. The late Dr. Fames
“Douglafs faw her; and he and Iagreed to open her
after her Death 5 to which fhe confented. At laft, the
died maniacal. Dr. ‘Dowuglafs and I would have open’d
her ; but the Obftinacy of her Children was fo great,
that they would not agree to it tiill the fourth Day
after her Death, which happened in ##/y, when the
Putrefaétion was fo grezt, that Dr. Dowglafs, nor I,
nor any body cife, could remain by her s and fo were
obliged, to our great Soriows, to defil.

Mufborooms.
With regard to the Seeds of Mufbrooms, although -
they were never thewn tc the RovarL Socrery
before, the Fa&t was known to many Members thereof :
for the induftrious Michels did not only raife Mufh-
rooms from their Seeds, but has, in his Tables, thewn
the daily Progrefs from their firft Point of Vegetation,

even to their perfe&t State.
The Fungus porofus craffus magnus is not the
Mufhroom ufually raifed in England for the Table,
G2 as
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
