Manchefler, Ang. 26. 1704,

Sir,
Here lives at Bolton (8 miles from this Town ) one
8 Nathaniel Hulme, aged about 17, who had the
Small Pox about 8 years of age : Soon after which he had
a great Itch, almoft to the degree of a Leprofie, with
which his Finger-nails and Thumb-nails began to grow
thick, and by degrees hardned into Horns 5 which grew
in 7 or 8 months to- the length of an Inch, and fome al-
moft z Inches, and fome much longer: It began in the
Fore-finger of-his Left Hand, and fo toall the reft of that
Hand, which had as many Horns as Fingers, and Thumb.
All which Horns ahout the end of 12 months f21l off by
degrees 5 that which grew firlt falling off firft, without
any pain, unlefs when cut off, as they were at firft, there
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appearing great quicke (as they call them) or Roots under
the MNails. By degrees they came on the Thumb, and
then on the Fingers of the Right Hand 5 which grew to
the fame length 1n about a years time, znd then tell off,
ke having fhed them 5 or 6 {everal times. One of the
Horns, that grew on the Ring Finger of the Left Hand,
was a quartet long. They are now at prefent all come
off his Left Hand, but growing again : That on his Little
Finger is 2 Inches long, 1 have w.ow by me one or two of
them.

This account I tock of him above two years fince, in
1702 3 and have feca him frequently fince, and lately,

and the Horns ftill grow, and fall off, as ufual.
