‘ N 7E thought it convenient in this plice to prefent

you in the following Map, withthe Refulc of
the Obfervations that have been made for the corre@-
ing of it to the end, that in one Figure alone, may appear
whatfoever they contain, and wherein they differ from
what is laid down in the Map,- which Monfieur Sanfon,
one of the moft Illuftrious Geographers of this Age,
prefented to the Danphin, An. 1679.

What hath been noted in pointed lines, is exa&ly co-
pyed according to this Map, which hath been reduced
to the half. The names of Cities, whole fituation is
alfo taken from this Map, are written in Zzalian Chara-
Qers ; the correction of the pofition of Coafts,which is
deduc’d from preceding Obfervations, is marked with
a fingle Stroke, with a little thadowing towards the Sea
as is commonly done ; and the Names of the Cities,
whofe Situation is corre@ed, are fet down in Romax
Chara&ers.

Thedegrees of Latitude, or Elevation of the Pole,
are Marked on both fides of the Border; fo thatit
is eafie to perceive the Corre@ions that ought to be
made in the Elevations of the Pole, of thofe places
that are Marked. As for the Degrees of Longitude,
which likewife ferve to underftand the difference of
the Meridians of the places propofed ; they are
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Marked in the fame Border above and below; but the
Divifion of thembegins at the Metidian that paffes
through the QObfervatory at Paris,” by going to Eaft
and ‘Weft; fo that the difference of Longitude of
the places Marked in this Map, - appears to-be. the
fame which is delivered in the Obfervations that
have been made in thofe very places, and with Cor-
refpondence to the Obfervatory : we judged that
Longitudes were not to be Marked as they com-
monly are in Maps, beginning at the Ifle of ZFer,
as hath been eftablifhed, becaule we do not exally
know the Situation of this Ifland, in refbect of the
Obfervatory. o _

- We have here propofed Monfieur Sanfon’s Map,
as the moft exa® of all the Modern ones thae
‘have _been Publithed ; only to make it*appear,. how

ifferent Obfervations are from the Relations and

Memoirs , “upon which: the moft excellent Geogra-
phers, are obliged to go to work, and-that fuch
Faults ought not to be imputed to them, as may
be obferved in this Map, touching the Situation of
thé Coafts of Languedoc and Provence , whichcome
far thort of Truth, as to the Elevations of the Pole,,
which may be cafily enough obferved. |
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
