munications of his Difcoveries, lately fent the follow-
ing Letter with the D_rauglhts to Dr. Lifter, who was
pleated to permit their Publication in thefe Tra&s: The
greatnef§' of the Curiofity we hope will recommend
them to the Lovers of Aatiquity , little of thofe Fa-
mous Remains having been yet publitht, and thofe that
have been, liu;,jjl,gl;c%éﬁéd or graved. Monfieur #it-
Jéw's'Letter, tradilated from the Freuch, is as follows.
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Q’Ince I had the Honour of receiving your laft, there
L} came to my hands feveral Curious Skels from you,
with a piece of Euglifb Agate, and the Tranfaltions of
the Royal Society for the Month of Fuwe laft, for which
Favours I return my Humble Thanks. As to the Cockles
of the Cafpian Sea, and from the Mouth of Wolga, 1 have
Advice frcm Mofcou, that they are expected there this
Winter : Meanwlule T herewith fend you fome Snail-
Shells, taken cut of the River Faute, not far from the
City of Mefcon. Our Apothecaries make ufe of them
powdered, and probably for the fame purpofe as Crabs-
Eyes. There are fome others likewife which are found
in the Rivers of Mofcon and Neglina; and in the Wolga,
Since you have been pleafed to communicate to me an
Infeription found at Perfepolis, 1 thought it would be
acceptable to fend you the Draughts of part of the
Ruins of the Stone-work of that Proud Palace, given
me by the Perfon himfelf that drew them upon the
place. I fhould be much fatisfied had I any thing worthy
of your Curiofity and the Publick, which you o often
Oblige with -your Difcoveries, which juftly merit mine
and the Thanks of all that efteem them as much as my
{elf, who am the Cherifher of your Friendfhip, and de-
firous to fhew that I am,
